Partial and plenary

indulgences can be earned for both pilgrimage and/or practice.  See the map for all

the details.

 Secondly, the 24 Hours for the Lord take place from Noon on March 4 until Noon on

March 5.  Every deanery in the Diocese will be offering 24 hours of continuous

confessions.  Please plan to receive this wonderful sacrament of mercy during this

special celebration as well as throughout this year.

Father and whole Church. May the intercession of Mary, the Mother of mercy, draw us ever 

closer to the Sacred Heart of her Son, Jesus.
